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beginning of the 21 century, the origin of which was the
philosophy of W. Sellars. The main ideas of pragmatism were
expressed by the American philosopher, logician, and naturalist
Ch. S. Pierce in the 1860s — 1870s, but only at the beginning of
the 20" century thanks to the works by W. James, and later J.
Dewey, it gained fame and recognition in the philosophical
community, having a strong influence on the spiritual life of the
USA. The article mainly presents the ideas of R.Rorty,
H. Putnam, R. Brandom, and some other authors concerning the
phenomenon of linguistic pragmatism. The authors draw the
readers’ attention to the fact that the ideas of Ch. S. Pierce as to
pragmatism, rediscovered in the mid-20" century, became one
of the sources of contemporary neo-pragmatism. Many scholars
associate the perspectives of American philosophy in
foreseeable future with pragmatism in its various incarnations
and combinations with other philosophical approaches.
Keywords: discourse, experience, fallibilism,
inferentialism, language, linguistic pragmatism, pragmatism.

Introduction. Pragmatism (Gr. pragma — deed, action) is
the name of a philosophical view that sees the most vivid
manifestation of human essence in action, and the value or lack
of value of thinking depends on whether it is an action, a life
practice. Pragmatism has had an incomparable impact on the
intellectual life of the United States. The philosophy of
pragmatism expresses the interests, sentiments, and, in general,
the worldview of American society in the best possible way.
Considering this direction of philosophical thought, it should be
noted its deep relationship with the traditions of Western
philosophy, carefully developed its own conceptual system, a
wide range of specific problems. The main categories for

pragmatism are “action”, “practice”, “experience”.
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The main ideas of pragmatism were expressed by the
American philosopher, logician, and naturalist Ch. S. Pierce in
the 1860s — 1870s, but only at the beginning of the 20" century
thanks to the works by W. James, and later J. Dewey, it gained
fame and recognition in the philosophical community, having a
strong influence on the spiritual life of the country. In addition
to the United States, pragmatism had supporters in Great Britain
(F. K. S. Schiller, V. Welby), Italy (G. Papini, M. Calderoni,
G. Prezzolini), France (E.Le Roy), Germany (H. Veihinger),
Spain (E. d’Ors), Czech Republic (K. Capek), China (Hu Shih),
Uruguay (C. Vas Ferreira) and other countries.

The purpose of the study. It is an attempt to analyze the
so-called “linguistic pragmatism” of the second half of the 20"
century — the beginning of the 21 century, the origin of which
was the philosophy of W. Sellars (“Empiricism and Philosophy
of Mind”, 1956) in the study presented.

Statement of the main material. The main thesis of
Sellars’ philosophy is that there is no knowledge that is not
logically determined by previous knowledge. According to naive
empiricism, the foundation and starting point of cognition are
the primary data of sensations — non-verbal “episodes” and
mental states that have a non-inferential character. Sensual
givenness as such (for example, visual perception of a red
triangle or green circle) is declared to be the ultimate foundation
of cognitive experience and analysis. However, Sellars argues,
without first formulating the concepts and mastering the
language, it is impossible even to establish that a certain object
is “red” or “green”, “triangle” or “circle”. Perceptions become
the “given” only when they are interpreted in some language and
conceptual system, the learning of which is a necessary
prerequisite for observation. Reality itself, outside of
propositional structures, is inaccessible to us. The directly Given
is a Myth (Sellars, 1997, pp. 85-88).

W. Sellars’ ideas are developed by R. Rorty, H. Putnam,
R. Brandom, and a number of other authors and are called
“linguistic pragmatism” (since the 1980s). Rorty criticized
“foundationalism”, by which he wunderstood the belief,
characteristic of prelinguistic philosophy, that all phenomena,
including spiritual ones, have some kind of metaphysical
foundations. From Rorty’s point of view, there are no such
foundations (“first principles’). Truth is an empty concept, a
“compliment” that we reward hypotheses and ideas that help us
“cope” with reality and interact with other people. “Justification
of knowledge is not an issue of a special relationship between
ideas (or words) and objects but exclusively a matter of
conversation, social practice” (Rorty, 1979, p. 170). The
difference between “necessary” and ‘“accidental” truths
corresponds to the difference in the degree of easiness with
which one can object to certain statements put forward in the
course of a conversation. The result of the research is therefore
collective knowledge, not objective —knowledge based on
mutual trust and consent of the interlocutors (Rorty, 1982, p.
166). Rorty calls this approach socio-ethnocentric and contrasts
it with the fundamentalism of Descartes, Locke, Russell, and the
neo-positivists. Rorty considers the “linguistic turn” of the 1950s
to be a turning point in the history of American pragmatism.
Modern pragmatists, he explains, “speak about language, not
consciousness, reason or experience”, this is one of the main
differences between the “new” pragmatism from the “old” one
(Rorty, 1999, p. 95). According to Rorty, there is no experience
that is not mediated by language; “people are embodied
dictionaries” (Rorty, 1989, p. 88); “language is omnipresent”
(Rorty, 1982, p. xxxv). Under a “doubtful situation,” he
understands a “moment of uncertainty” when “it is not clear
which vocabulary of description is better to use” (Rorty, 1985,
p. 43); instead of “experience”, the key concept of early

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pragmatism, he introduces the concept of “discourse” (Rorty,
2006, p. 20). However, since Rorty does not deny the existence
of a world causally independent of human consciousness, he
cannot be considered an anti-realist (metaphysical) or an idealist
(linguistic). According to Rorty, the new (post-analytical)
pragmatism differs from the classical one in two respects, “First,
we speak of language instead of experience, consciousness or
reason; the second, we are suspicious of the “scientific method™”
(Rorty, 1999, p. 95). Therefore, everything that is “below the
level” of linguistic practice, the ‘“non-propositional, non-
discursive dimension” of experience is outside the focus of
Rorty and those who share his approach (Shusterman, 2013, p.
169). There is no place in their vocabulary for the concept of
“experience”, which is key to Pierce, James, and Dewey;
instead, the concept of “discourse” is introduced (Peirce, 1998,
p. 259; Dewey, 1981, p. 372; James, 1977, p. 131).

H. Putnam, the main opponent of R. Rorty from the circle
of thinkers who call themselves pragmatists, rejects his
relativistic version of pragmatism, insisting on the irreducibility
of truth to the agreement, and objectivity to “solidarity”.
According to Putnam, relativism inevitably leads to solipsism,
but if traditional metaphysical solipsism emphasizes the
individual “I”, modern culture-relativists operate with the
category “We” (Putnam, 1992, pp. 71-76). This position,
Putnam is convinced, fundamentally contradicts the fallibilist
stance of pragmatism — a willingness to revise critically
generally accepted ideas and “axioms” of experience. However,
fallibilism “does not mean the need to doubt everything at once
but implies the determination to question any judgment or belief
if there are sufficient grounds” (Putnam, 1995, p. 21). Doubts
need justification just as much as beliefs. It is possible, therefore,
to be a fallibilist and an anti-skeptic at the same time; this

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realization Putnam considers the “main intuition” of pragmatism
(Putnam, 1994, p. 152).

The concept of R. Brandom, his “analytical pragmatism”
(otherwise “inferentialism™) caused widespread discussion in
the philosophical community in the 2000s. Brandom focuses on
the problem of the relationship between semantics and
pragmatics, “knowledge what” and “knowledge how”. What a
person sees (the content of his images-representations) depends
on how he looks at the world (normative socio-linguistic
practices). The quintessence of discursive rationality, according
to Brandom, is what he calls the game of giving and asking for
reasons. To play with reasons means to say something, to affirm
or deny something. Propositionally meaningful utterances form
a class of speech acts that function as conclusions or premises in
conclusions — “the concept of asserting and the concept of
inferring are essentially related” (Brandom, 2008, p. 111).
Participation in a language game requires understanding the
meaning of statements and terms — their normative validity, role,
and place in the network of inferential connections (the
expression “this is red” is incompatible with the expression “this
is green”; “red” means ‘“has color”, therefore, precedes the
derivative “painted”, etc.). A discursive practice that
“legitimizes” the use of words and their combinations in a
particular meaning is not fundamentally reducible to individual
experience, Brandom notes. Reasons are requested (from
someone by someone) and presented (by someone to someone).
This is a game that cannot be played alone (cf. Ch. S. Peirce’s
idea of scientific research as a collective enterprise, L.
Wittgenstein’s argumentation against “private language” and R.
Rorty’s socio-ethnocentrism). After analyzing various directions
and concepts of pragmatism (from Ch. S. Pierce and W. James
to H. Price and J. Habermas), Brandom made their detailed
classification, highlighting the “naturalistic”, “rationalistic”,

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“semantic”, “linguistic”, “historicist”, “instrumental”
pragmatisms (Brandom, 2011, pp. 56-82).

The writings by R. Rorty, his polemic with H. Putnam and
R. Brandom had a significant resonance, which stimulated
interest in the “new” pragmatism, including outside the United
States. In 2005, the International Pragmatist Society was created,
in 2012 — the European Association of Pragmatism. Regular
Central European Pragmatist Forums (CEPF) have been held
since 2000. The journals “Contemporary Pragmatism”,
“European Journal of Pragmatism and American Philosophy”,
“Pragmatism Today” (electronic), etc. are published. As a
direction of philosophy, pragmatism is represented today by the
concepts of N. Rescher (“pragmatist idealism™), J. Margolis
(“constructivist pragmatism”), S. Rosenthal (“speculative
pragmatism”), H. Price (“expressivism”), C. West (“prophetic
pragmatism”),  Ph. Kitcher = (“pragmatist  naturalism”),
S. Mailloux (“rhetorical pragmatism”), S. Haak
(“foundgerentism™), R. Shusterman (“‘somaesthetic
pragmatism”), R. K. Neville (“paleopragmatism’), C. Koopman
(“transitional pragmatism”), etc. Many modern researchers
associate the prospects for the development of American
philosophy in the coming decades with pragmatism in its various
versions and synthesis with analytical philosophy.

Conclusions. If the progress of philosophy is assessed not
by the monolithic views of adherents of this or that direction or
school but by the intensity and openness of professional debates,
criticism of accepted research models, the rivalry of various
programs and theories, then the current state of pragmatism,
characterized by an expanding multilateral dialogue and
conceptual innovations, should be considered as evidence of its
vitality and inner strength. Today, in the context of the
intellectual polarization of the Anglo-American and continental
traditions, the philosophy of pragmatism (perhaps unexpectedly
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for the pragmatists themselves) turns out to be in demand as a
positive alternative to analysis, on the one hand, and
deconstructivism, on the other. In contrast to European
postmodernism and related modern currents a pragmatic version
of criticism of “meta-narratives”, essentialism and
fundamentalism allows getting away from abstract theorizing
and scholasticism without falling into the opposite extreme of
relativistic arbitrariness and nihilism. Pragmatism, its current
supporters are convinced, could introduce a decisive
contribution to the convergence and mutual enrichment of
analytical and continental philosophy, to overcoming the “split”
between two traditions.

Abstract. The contemporary informational world actualises with

a new power the issue of the human ability to understand and interpret

information. The rapprochement of different cultures, and sometimes

their collision with renewed vigour, actualizes the issue of the primary

mechanism and content of human cognition, its objectivity, and gives

rise to deep issues of the interpretation and comprehension of the

results of both individual cognitive acts and human cognition as a

whole. These issues are not only of academic, but also of universal
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human practical interest for those who want to act meaningfully,
relying on a solid foundation of scientific knowledge, and not walk,
paving their way through unfamiliar and possibly dangerous terrain
by touch. The development of the method and methodology of
philosophical hermeneutics has become one of the achievements along
this path, accomplished within the framework of the philosophical
sciences. Clarification of the process of this discovery and its
historical and philosophical fixation are thought to be a necessary
condition and guarantee of further in-depth searches and success in
this direction. One of the significant figures in the formation of
philosophical hermeneutics, of course, is Alexius Meinong (1853-
1920), who is known primarily for the development of his subject
theory (Gegenstandstheorie — Germ.).

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BEING AT TABLE WITH GOD AND PEOPLE: FOOD
IN ANTHROPOLOGY AND RELIGION (Review)
Abstract. The article deals with the Italian thinkers’

reflection on food and its role in culture and religion from
primitive believes to Judaism and Christianity. Food is viewed
as the means of human identity and social formation as well as
strengthening of connections between peoples and cultures,
between people and God.

The authors investigate the process of transformation of the
perception of food from ancient times to nowadays, investigate
the transformations of rituals, connected to the meal, in the
different stages of transformations, in different cultures and
religions.
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The article considers the rituals and traditions, connected
with food; the authors investigate and reveal their essence,
symbolic and religious meaning, the impact on social and
cultural development.

It’s worth mentioning that the scientists underline the
necessity to revise the views cultivated for centuries, to rethink
widespread opposition of the material and spiritual, of the body
and the human soul. They emphasize that food is necessary both
for the physical and spiritual development of a man.

Statement of the problem. The international conference at
Catholic University of the Sacred Heart, Milan (October 7-9,
2015) was devoted to the discussion of food, its cultural and
social role, in particular in religions. Systems of religious beliefs
have developed many symbols, prescriptions, and rituals that
shape society, regulate all aspects of human behavior, including
eating one. Comprehension of the heritage of religious
traditions, their transformation in the context of modern
secularity has created conditions for an open dialogue about age-
old rituals, prohibitions, and the social significance of food
distribution, as well as a renewed understanding of this
distribution, cordiality/hospitality, and justice.

F. Anelli, the rector of Catholic University, emphasized the
importance of considering the connection between food,
religion, and culture for the development of a new humanistic
synthetic thinking on the most important international political
problems, for the development of a unified position to the
common welfare (A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: 1l cibo tra
antropologia e relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015,
pp. VII-VIII). He highlighted the importance of theological and
philosophical research for the multidisciplinary scientific and
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educational community, as well as the need for a common
perception of the problem of feeding the planet, providing
energy for life. It was proposed to consider food as a
constructive factor of cultural identity, deeply embedded in the
"archetypes” of humanity. In other words, nowadays, it is clear
the necessity of the development of the universal
anthropological, philosophical and theological approach to
understanding and investigating food as a cultural phenomenon.

The study is aimed at investigating, revealing, and
rethinking philosophically the cultural, social essence of the
food.

Statement of the main material. According to K. Levi-
Strauss, everything related to nutrition is defined as a bridge
between nature and culture.

R. Bartes argues that food is not only a set of products but
also a communicative system, a field for imagination, a protocol
of usage situations and behavior. The language of food reveals
the fundamental elements in the formation of specific traditions
and identity, serves as the means of communication and creation
of connections between individuals, national societies, and
cultural models. Food has a great symbolic meaning, reflected
in the most important issues of existence and ritual forms (A
tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il cibo tra antropologia e
relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015, pp. IX-X).

J. Rice argues that images of grapes and a goat serve as an
important step in the development of the consciousness of the
Indo-Europeans. The scientist considers them as eschatological
symbols of acceptance of the human soul into the world of the
thunder god (A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il cibo tra
antropologia e relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015,
pp. 1X-X).

According to D. Filoramo, who is the famous interpreter of
L. Feuerbach, religions not only appreciated food culturally but
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made it sacred. For every civilization, food acquired symbolic
values associated with the dimension of the sacred. The food
ritual has a typical social valence because it formed the origins
of collective activities related to collective survival, everyday
life, nature, and secrets. The food of humans became the food of
the gods. It was offered for people and became the basis of
rituals.

Christianity reversed this issue: God didn’t invite a man to
his table, but He offered Himself as food for the salvation of
people (A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il cibo tra
antropologia e relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015,
p. X). The meeting of people at the table was transformed into a
"sacred meal."

Nutrition is not only a matter of the survival of an
individual, it is as well an instrument of the creation of socially
organized groups. In interactions with these groups, a person
learns to understand himself/herself, all created around
himself/herself, relationships with other people, and connection
with God.

According to prophet Isaiah, “on this mountain, the Lord of
hosts will make for all peoples a feast of rich food, a feast of
well-aged wine, of rich food full of marrow, of aged wine well
refined” (Isaiah 25:6).

Many of Jesus' miracles are associated with food, although
man does not live by bread alone. Addressing the Jews, the Son
of God said: “Do not work for the food that perishes, but for the
food that endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give
to you. For on him God the Father has set his seal” John 6, 26-
27) (A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il cibo tra antropologia
e relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015, p. XIl).
Having fed the crowd, He made the people understand that
satiety alone is not enough, He raised the question of the
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meaning of life, He made obvious that the people need to eat not
only to survive but also to realize their destiny.

However, the lack of food means of subsistence remains an
insoluble problem for a significant part of humanity. Mercy as a
way of saving this population, as concrete and actual evidence
of the breaking of bread, makes Tintoretto's masterpieces "The
Last Supper" and Rubens’s "Triumph of the Eucharist",
represented sacredness of the loaves of bread, modern, actual,
and vital. Being at the table with God originates the possibility
of unity with people affected by need, gives meaning to the
corresponding work, solidarity with an open heart (A tavola con
Dio e con gli uomini: 1l cibo tra antropologia e relicione: Atti del
convegno internazionale, 2015, p. XII).

The table in the discourses serves as a symbol of unity, the
vital relationships between God and people, such as truly human
relationships. The masterpieces and the interactive project
organized around the pavilion table gave a deeper meaning to
His name: "Not by bread alone ... give us our bread.” Christian
experience in all its dimensions as an authentic response to the
numerous challenges of the time is necessary for essential and
deep nourishment of not only a body but as well a heart and mind
(A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il cibo tra antropologia e
relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015, p. XIV).

According to D. Colombo, who is the project coordinator,
God is the hero sitting at the table. He gives bread, and in
Christianity - Himself through the body and blood of Jesus
Christ (the first part of the collection “Bread and Wine: Eating
God, Generating Man” (A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il
cibo tra antropologia e relicione: Atti del convegno
internazionale, 2015, pp. 1-71). The thinker called the discussion
a real feast for the body and spirit of representatives of various
religions (A tavola con Dio e con gli uomini: Il cibo tra
antropologia e relicione: Atti del convegno internazionale, 2015,
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p. XVI). However, he warns against the blatant provocation of
"secular cuisine”, consideration of food both in material and
symbolic meanings, calling such attempts "a psychological
pomp between immanence and transcendence." Those who
declare their love for some kind of food should remember Saint
Augustine, according to whom everyone is what he loves. Thus,
who feeds God will become Him. However, the Church Father
does not dare to say this, listening to the Scriptures, according to
which all are children of the Most High (A tavola con Dio e con
gli uomini: Il cibo tra antropologia e relicione: Atti del convegno
internazionale, 2015, p. XVI1).

Silvano M. Tomasi, who is the papal nuncio in the UN, in
his opening remarks "Food in the Bible: the path of unity"
(Tomasi, 2016, pp. 3-15) emphasizes the importance of a
person's relationship with food as the physical need and symbol
(Tomasi, 2016, pp. 3-4). To satisfy the hunger a person needs
saturation with mystery secret of which he does not possess, and
which he can only be bestowed. The biblical tradition uses food
as a means of creating community, while the physical need for
food makes a person understand his limits and creation. The
Vatican invites all wishers to participate in the project of
solidarity, aimed at saturation of the planet, both each person and
the environment (Tomasi, 2016, p. 4).

Analysis of the evolution of the status of food in
international law (from the need necessary for survival up to
food security and healthy food for every person and nation,
(Tomasi, 2016, pp. 4-8) allows the thinker stops at the biblical
interpretation of food as a path to unity, integrity with other
people and God (Tomasi, 2016, pp. 8-13). The symbolic
function of food as a means of unification follows from the
parable of Jesus about the wedding: achievement of the
Kingdom of Heaven, a meeting of all the elected is possible
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under the circumstances of the accordance of man to the
conditions of the feast (Matt. 22: 1-14).

The breaking of the loaves (Acts 2:42) expresses the unity
of all believers with Jesus and among themselves. The future of
humanity is to sit together with other people at the table of God
filled with food, having realized its purpose — to live in unity
(Tomasi, 2016, pp. 9-10).

Philosophy from Plato to Nietzsche constantly deals with
food. It is understood both as the primary need of the body and
as a metaphor for what feeds humanity. Food is interpreted in
such terms as subjectivity, relativity, and nature. In its own turn,
these categories are constraints describing the need for food. The
boundary of subjectivity is the contact that a subject is trying to
establish between himself and the surrounding world. The
presence of the other is invariable to the surrounding world:
from a mother's body to a community to which an individual
belongs and to the definition of which he or she contributes. In
many poor countries, food shortages result in uncertainness
about the future: famine has caused numerous casualties among
the Lazarus, who, according to Paul VI, are not allowed to sit at
the table of the Rich Glutton. Feeding the hungry for the Church
is an ethical imperative that corresponds to the teachings of
solidarity and communion with its Founder, Lord Jesus (Tomasi,
2016, pp. 12-13). It is necessary to learn humanity, recognition
of humanity in everyone, and recognition of everyone as one
who needs everything. In this case, the individual and society
consistently complement each other. The anthropological
essence, transferred to the religious field, says that making bread
for others after Christ has become that bread is the right way to
solve the problem of hunger, to achieve the saturation of the
body and heart (Tomasi, 2016, p. 15).

A. Ales Bello in his speech "Feast and Sacrifice: Nutrition
of the Body and Spirit" (1, pp. 19-28) examines the forms of
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communication between the human and the divine, associated
with sacrifice during the feast or after it. This consideration in
the philosophical and phenomenological field is carried out at
the anthropological and historical levels, defined by H. van der
Leeuw as “the phenomenology of religion” (Bello, 2016, pp. 19-
20). The unity/dualism and equality of all people are derived
from the hyletic and noetic spheres as the fundamental structural
moments of various cultural configurations (Bello, 2016, p. 20).
E. Stein found the Augustinian motif of constancy in the core of
personal identity (un Kern). According to St. Augustine, this
core is the deepest and most ultimatum place of the inner world,
the place of the soul, subdivided into psychological and spiritual.
The truth stored in "silver vessels” dwells there. The "silver
vessels” are structures that create a person: in unique/unified and
complex, bodily, psychologically, and spiritually aspects, since
the feeling of the Force is expressed through the configurations
of the “vessels”. The living within or the transcendent is a
present / absent thing, an object of desire, fear, love, intellectual
quest, and wish to have. This is expressed in various modalities
by all sacred and religious traditions (Bello, 2016, p. 21).
Primitive rituals (for example, the salmon donation in the Indian
tribe) are judged as a hyletic sensual moment. According to Ales
Bello, these rituals do not distinguish the immanent and the
transcendental, synthesis of the bodily, psychological, and
spiritual dimensions (Bello, 2016, p. 25). Characterizing modern
Western cultures, the author defines religion in them as a
"complex of the sacred" (Bello, 2016, p. 26). Considering the
continuity and differences between Jewish and Christian
traditions from the point of view of the feast and donation, she
emphasizes that worshiping God in “spirit and truth” indicates
the victory of the noetic moment (Bello, 2016, p. 27). Easter is
celebrated by eating not an animal sacrifice, but bread and wine
as products made from plants modified by man. These products
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remain the humanity Abel’s offering to God. Christian
innovation consists in identifying bread and wine as the body
and blood of Jesus. Here there are not only a hyletic (physical
life) but also psychological and spiritual moments, and not a
single aspect of the human personality is left aside. This
sacramental dimension is the most significant synthesis of the
relationship between the human and the divine (Bello, 2016, p.
27-28). Jesus' proposal to taste his flesh and blood is a
consequence of spiritual strengthening through the grace given
from the communion with Bread and Wine. This proposal
contradicts the scientific mentality of Modernity, in which the
spirit is considered as something external in the style of R.
Descartes's speculations. Spirit and body are not the same and
cannot coexist otherwise than temporarily. In addition to the
duality in the unity of man, mentioned by Plato, one should also
remember the Resurrection of Jesus, prophetically expressed in
the symbol of Nicaea. At the sacred feast, the sacred-religious
moment always has the main meaning, although it is “replaced”
by outwardly desacralised rituals, constantly reminding of the
need for the transcendent for a person (Bello, 2016, p. 28).

I. Kajon, who is the teacher of the Roman University
"Sapienza”, in her speech (Kajon, 2016, pp. 29-46) examines
Passover from a historical-religious and historical-cultural point
of view, as well as the role in the Seder ritual of bread and wine
associated with the divine. Its establishment dates back to the
time of Moses and the Exodus. They celebrate the deliverance
from the Egyptian yoke and the people's entry into the path of
serving the Lord by accepting and fulfilling His commandments.
This is the holiday of freedom and the liberation of a group of
people who, thanks to divine leadership, are established as a
people (Kajon, 2016, pp. 29-30).

The food consumed and the reading of the Haggadah, an
introduction to Jewish history and thought, a model for the
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transfer of knowledge from old people to the young, is of great
importance on the Sedera, the Easter Supper prescribed by the
Pentateuch, (Kajon, 2016, p. 33). It implies a free awareness of
the past as the result of thinking about the passage of time from
generation to generation (Kajon, 2016, p. 34). When comparing
Pharaoh and Laban, it is emphasized that the destruction of the
people is carried out not only by violent methods of the first but
also by more refined means: organized and systematic
exploitation, strangling of free manifestations of culture, labor,
production, physical enslavement, etc. (Kajon, 2016, p. 35).

The four sons described in the book (sane, impartial,
simpleton, and inexperienced) are quite different, thus, demands
different languages: it would be a mistake to speak to them in
the same way. However, each of them understands the meaning
of the verses, glorifying the uniqueness of God, his good and
righteous deeds in the world, and predicting the Messianic era
(Kajon, 2016, p. 37).

Seder products play a ritual role, they are associated with a
complex of ideas. Three matzos have placed the dish in the
center of the table in the kearu. On Saturday, the feast is
consecrated on thanksgiving to God, the creator of the fruit of
life, and drinking wine. On Saturday, it is supposed to have on
the table two whole loaves. The loaves are reminiscent of two
portions of manna, which was collected during the wanderings
in the wilderness on Friday in order not to defile the Sabbath rest
with the extraction of food (Kajon, 2016, pp. 38-39). One
matzah is refracted at the beginning of the Seder. There are two
matzos enough. The “Lamb's Foot” testifies about the Passover
sacrifice and about the fact that after the destruction of the
temple in Jerusalem it is impossible to make a proper donation.

A boiled egg is a symbol of eternity without beginning and
end, death and mourning, termination, and at the same time
continuation of life. Bitter herbs are reminiscent of Egyptian
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slavery, and the fruit mixture, haroset, represents the mortar and
clay used to erect masterpieces in honor of the pharaoh.

Seder is divided into thirteen stages (there are so many
divine attributes in the tradition of Maimonides and the
commandments of faith approved by him) (Kajon, 2016, p. 39).
The regulation of the ritual does not restrict the freedom of the
participants. The matzo reminds of the lack of time for leavening
bread for those leaving Egypt, and it has as well a Messianic
meaning. It becomes the hymn: “Now we are here, next year we
will be in the land of Israel; this year we are slaves, next year
we will be free people” (Kajon, 2016, p. 40). The leaven of evil
must be destroyed (Kajon, 2016, pp. 40-41).

Matzah is a symbol of the material and moral misfortunes
of the Jews before receiving liberation from God through the
commandments and laws. Tradition says that Jews who lived in
Egypt constantly ate such bread. At the same time, it is a
redemption: it indicates the achievement of blessing, not
burdened by evil.

Wine speaks about the joy of the holiday, sanctified by the
Lord and free from worries. According to Rabbi Yehoshua ben
Levi (the 3rd century), the four bowls are symbols of the
Kingdoms that ruled Israel (Egyptian, Babylonian, Persian, and
Roman) after which the sons of Jacob and all people will receive
deliverance from pain and oppression, as well as freedom. Rabbi
Guna connected them with the stages of the liberation of the
Jews: God gave them to work under the command of the
Egyptians, freed them from slavery, forced them to leave the
country, and accepted them as his people (Kajon, 2016, pp. 41-
42).

In the Seder ritual, the dead in itself gains a soul and
becomes alive throughout its direction towards spiritual activity.
Bread and wine form understanding that things that come from
nature will remain in nature. They will stay unchangeable even
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if be revealed in the moral and intellectual sense. In Judaism,
they are never transformed into something different from what
they are an insensible reality, but they indicate something purely
intelligible. The divine, since it is removed, is not completely
definable and always remains elusive (Kajon, 2016, pp. 42-43).

Symbols have different and even opposite interpretations;
their meaning is not determined once and forever. In other
words, they preserve the mysterious sides that are inaccessible
to humans. F. Rosenzweig in "The Star of Salvation™ argued that
the sensible is not always spiritual, the sensible may be reached
through the spiritual, but it remains the sensible even at the
moment when it turns into something different from itself. This
difference always remains hidden, even when it is expressed
through the sensory and acquires meaning (Kajon, 2016, p. 43).

In the Old Testament and other sources, bread and wine are
associated partly with a cult, partly with the welfare of not only
the sons of Israel but also of other nations. In the Song of Moses,
among the blessings extended by God to Israel, are names "fat
wheat" and "wine, the blood of grapes"” (the Song Deuteronomy
32, 14) (Kajon, 2016, p. 44).

In the Bible, bread and wine are both symbols of the divine
and signs of civilization.

In the "lliad" and "Odyssey", bread and wine are also
mentioned as gifts used to gain the grace of the gods and receive
guests, as the results of peaceful labor and fertility of the fields.
The barbarians do not use them and eat only meat and dairy
products, like the diligent shepherd Polypheus, who is not
familiar with agriculture. Bread and wine presuppose a human
mind and at the same time, being created from the fruits of the
earth, testify to the laws, balance, fertility, and goodness of
nature, since the gods live in it (Kajon, 2016, p. 44-45). They
refer in a special way to the connection between people and
gods, implying the respect of the first for the divine laws not
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only of the cosmos but also of the human world, demanding a
search for ways to end violence, settlement of justice, rescue the
poor and hungry, help the old and the needy, mercy to the
suffering and conquered.

Ancient Greek and Jewish doctrines are united by the
understanding of the objectivity of ethical measures, the need for
divine laws on which the life of the cosmos and the city is based.
However, the perception of time and the concept of God in the
doctrines are different. Both religions recognize that without
laws independent of man, originating from the dimension of
eternity, life would be impossible for both nature and people in
society. Comprehending the relationship between the cyclical
time and the linear one, history, the Jews emphasized openness
to the future, while the Greeks emphasized the importance of
repetition.

Rethinking the relationship of the divine with nature and
man the Jews considered God as the Creator and Person in
connection with human reality, free from cause and effect
inherent in natural reality. However, the Greeks considered the
Creator, among other things, as an impersonal immanent
principle of governing everything, in the eternity of nature, from
which human reality is inseparable. Understanding, reflections
on bread and wine unite both nations, famous for their centuries-
old manuscripts, which have had a significant impact on the
traditions of other peoples. They talk about the spirit that
distinguishes man from animals and makes him like God, but
God mortal whose body is destined to return to the earth (Kajon,
2016, p. 45).

H.N. Bastos in the speech "Christian Easter" (Bastos, 2016,
pp. 47-60) defines the Eucharist as a Christian call to being.
Since the late modern era, this ritual has been viewed outside the
food dimension. Its importance focuses on symbolic meaning
and catechesis.
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According to M. Blondel, the mystical component prevails
over the culinary one (Bastos, 2016, p. 47).

According to the Gnostics, the Son, by giving the Logos and
the Spirit, makes people partake in the complete knowledge
(gnosis) of the Father. The celebration of the Eucharist
anticipates a ritual that will take place at the end of time. Food
turns not into flesh, but the spirit (Bastos, 2016, pp. 48-49). The
ritual contains the possibility of discovering perfect knowledge,
it is involved in the generation of the divine. Bread and wine are
deified because they are a means of conveying the dynamics of
the pleroma.

According to Calvin's interpretation, the Body of Christ is
in the heavenly abode. They become partakers of it thanks to the
Holy Spirit.

According to W. Zwingli, the Eucharist nourishes not the
body, but faith.

According to M. Luther's views, "real identification", the
combination of the flesh and blood of Christ with bread and
wine, occurs only during the ritual.

In the teachings of the reformers, the Eucharist is the
nourishment of faith, not the body, the Lord's forgiveness of the
people’s sins (Kajon, 2016, pp. 49-50).

According to the doctrine of transfiguration (the 20th
century), the food isn’t important, the significance is in attaching
to eating it, to the celebration of real participation. Thus, a
departure from the sacramental and dogmatic elements of the
ritual is carried out in favor of private piety. They partake to
strengthen the faith.

However, in the vision of the Catholic Church, communion
also means food (Kajon, 2016, p. 51). Considering the "Culinary
context of Judaism and the innovations of Christianity™ (Bastos,
2016, pp. 51-53), Bastos notes that Jesus at the Last Supper
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introduced rituals that profoundly transformed the mutual meal
from the saving act of God on Christian Easter.

Sacrifice in Judaism is brought out of gratitude (Leviticus,
7, 12-18). Before receiving the gift of the Resurrection, Jesus
expressed gratitude for what he would receive —his life in the
flesh. Bread and wine at the Eucharist are interpreted not only as
symbols of His flesh and blood but also as true flesh and blood.
This gift means metaphorical eating or strengthening in faith:
this is the Flesh, given for the life of the world (John 6, 51). They
give the human flesh the seed of eternal life, thanks to which you
can be resurrected on the day of the Last Judgment (Bastos,
2016, p. 53).

Irenaeus of Lyon affirmed the impossibility of the integrity
of human nature, he saw a singular way of Rebirthing in
atonement for sins by His Blood (Ephesians 1, 7) and gaining
the cup of blessing, communion with the Blood of Christ
(Bastos, 2016, p. 57). The Eucharist restores in the flesh the
original project of God the Father, generates community, the
Church (Bastos, 2016, p. 59). The essence of Christianity is
defined by the author as a mutual meal, and the Eucharist is a
means of modeling communication and community (Bastos,
2016, p. 61).

M.K. Morselli, the chairman of the Roman Society of
Judeo-Christian Friendship, proposes to reflect on:

1) the meaning of the fruit eaten by Adam and Eve in the
Garden of Eden;

2) the Seder of Tu bi-Shvat;

3) bread and wine offered by Melchizedek to Abram;

4) the Seder of Passover;

5) the therapists' meal;

6) the Shabbat table.

All these rituals he considers as a presentation of an
anthology of the Scriptures and the traditions of Israel, as
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important stages in the history of mankind and the possible
anticipation of its further development (Morselli, 2016, pp. 61-
64).

P.A. Ifantis, the lecturer at the Aristotle University of
Thessaloniki, in his speech “Collecting and Sharing Gifts:
Anthropological Aspects of the Eucharistic Meal” (Yfantis,
2016, pp. 65-71), emphasizes that the realism of biblical verses
prevents the cultivated opposition of the spirit and the body. The
opposition was formed centuries ago and stays widespread
nowadays. This opposition is considered the body as an enemy
of the spirit, the body as a rival of the divine. The opposition
creates a theological, cosmological, and anthropological
dualism, alien to the Judeo-Christian heritage (Yfantis, 2016, p.
65).

Food became the Creator’s gift to a person, therefore, a
testimony of communication between him/ her and God. Thanks
to her materiality, the man could not only survive but also
develop the qualities and charisma to approach "the image of
God", as defined by the biblical terminology (Genesis 1, 27).
Food provision is associated with manual labor, responsible care
of the land, efficient organization of cultivation, and fair
distribution of products (Genesis 2.15) (Yfantis, 2016, pp. 65-
66). Food serves as the proof of Divine Guardianship, as the act
of unity and love. By deciding to partake of the fruit of the
forbidden tree, the man broke God's trust by separating his life
from the theocentric pastoral of divine bounty. Since food
became an imperative demand for autonomous survival and
individual improvement following the formulation "you will be
like gods™ (Genesis 3.5). This formulation seems to be close to
the definition of "similarity”, but opened a new, completely
different path, showing the tragic consequences of human
choice. The road of similarity meant walking with God for the
sake of final identification with Him. A different path meant a
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break in unity with the Creator, which led to self-deification.
This different way led a person to idolatry before himself. The
seemingly insignificant offense projected its existential burden
on each subsequent step of a person, resulting in tension and a
plurality of social conflicts, all kinds of inhuman power based
on property, economic power, and control over production
structures (Yfantis, 2016, pp. 66-67).

In the Old Testament, the abundance of goods and food is
understood as a reality, as well as a symbol of prosperity and
divine kindness. God has guaranteed food for the Chosen People
and the Chosen Believers, even in difficult times. However, it
was to be offered and consumed with compatriots, parents,
friends, and foreigners.

Patristic theology saw in the parable of Abraham's
hospitality a reflection of a triune deity. The three angels at the
dinner table indicate the relational depth of the divine and human
ontology, the generosity of the owner indicates the proper
position of man concerning the good. Abraham offered to the
guests’ food as God’s gift, and, thus, turned His gift into an
opportunity to meet, relate, and unite (Yfantis, 2016, pp. 67-68).
Personal identity is realized in openness, it breaks down the
stifling walls of self-contained subjectivity or narcissistic
individualism. This dimension and the fundamental role of
nourishment is manifested in the act of Jesus, offering Himself
as food and drink. The Church before transforming into the
institute presented itself to the world as a group of “children of
God scattered around the world" (John 11:52) who gathered at
the liturgical table to eat the flesh and drink the blood of Christ.
Lately, it acquired the qualities of an integrated religion as a
hierarchical structure with institutional weight, social prestige,
and economic power.

In the Orthodox tradition, a priest, even a bishop or
patriarch, cannot celebrate the Eucharist alone in an empty
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church (Yfantis, 2016, pp. 68-69). It is required the presence of
at least two believers, constituting the minimum core of the
church community and guaranteeing the presence of Jesus Christ
("For where two or three are gathered in my name, there I am in
the midst of them”) (Matthew 18:20). This meal of unity,
manifested in the brotherly relationship of believers,
presupposes reconciliation between heaven and earth,
transcendental and immanent, eternity and finitude. From this
perspective, the correlation between the Church and the
Eucharist is explained: the first is the Spouse of the Crucified
One and the Body of Christ; the second is an event that continues
the Incarnation, the Passion of Christ, and the Resurrection of
the God-Man in the world and history. It is important to
emphasize the material since at the Last Supper Jesus distributed
his material body and blood among his disciples and future
generations.

The Easter feast does not generate, but regenerates a person,
returns him his essence of the “divine animal” who gave God a
human face, as Gregory of Nyssa emphasizes. The Eucharist,
overcoming the boundaries of time and space, acquires cosmic
and eschatological dimensions and makes believers, according
to Nicolas Cabasilas, participants of the heavenly feast.
According to Christos Yannaras, the meeting time and space is
the realization and demonstration of the Kingdom of God
(Yfantis, 2016, p. 70). The transforming dynamics of the
sacrament concern not only the Eschaton but also the current
life. It invites a person to celebrate the continuation of the
“liturgy after liturgy” outside the walls of the church, in their
relationship with the other, near and far, inside and outside the
community, in various social environments, etc.

The doxological productivity of grace, an act of respect and
love, invites man to make his existence the Eucharist, to
transform the whole world into it. To become involved in it
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means to live with joy and gratitude for everything, to exist for
others thanks to him and his benefit because the true sacrifice
consists in serving one's neighbor (lrenaeus of Lyons). In
addition to other sacred and spiritual aspects, the Eucharistic
feast indicates the need for food on every table. Not only as a
means of survival but also as a dynamic realization of the
theocentric and relational human hypostasis in their perfection.
The Eucharistic feast is a nodal point representing the cruciform
dimension of human identity as well. These dimensions are
represented by vertical (with God) and horizontal (with
neighbors and with everything created) relationships.

Conclusions. The conference made a significant
contribution to understanding the role of food in religions from
primitive beliefs to Judaism and Christianity. The participants
emphasize the importance of food as a necessary human need.
Nutrition is considered an important factor in the formation of
human and social identity, society itself, the relationship
between the individual and society, as well as relations between
peoples and countries. The scientists underline the necessity to
revise the views cultivated for centuries, to rethink widespread
opposition of the material and spiritual dimensions, of the sinful
body and the human soul. They emphasize the necessity of food
both for the body and soul. The evolution of the sacrificial feast
from the primitive to the Jewish Seder and the Christian
Eucharist is also traced with a deep understanding of the
prevailing rituals, their symbolic and material significance. The
role of food was reaffirmed as an essential means of bringing
together and strengthening cooperation between people and
cultures.

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COOLNESS: THE SOURCE OF FORMATION OF NEW
MORAL VALUES

Abstract. The purpose of this article is to analyze from a
philosophical, cultural, and psychological point of view the concept of
coolness in the context of creating a new image of moral behavior.
Based on the material considered, it is concluded that with the
emergence of such phenomenon as "coolness"”, the criteria of moral
values have gradually changed. It can be argued that the rudiments of
the phenomenon, which will later be called "coolness" we can find
throughout human history. They were suppressed and ignored, as
conventional morality emphasized the suppression of emotions,
spiritual perfection, and asceticism. In the 20" century, only the first
postwar generation ("boomers'") awoke themselves as "cool.

New moral principles, given by the model of "coolness”, proclaim
the finding by a person his or her contact with himself and with the
world on the condition of understanding the limits of comfort, as well
as the ability to express themselves in their emotions and affections
without violating the comfort limits of others. The person, who can be
called "cool", is guided by its unintended scenario and expresses (him-
) herself spontaneously and naturally.

The concept of "coolness™ is one of the central in mass culture. It
can have explicit form, be embodied in the images of specific
characters that will change depending on the specific era. As well it
may be contained in implicit features that, put together, create the
right mood. In general, it can be argued that ""coolness" is a dynamic,
and changeable phenomenon. It varies depends on the socio-cultural
landscape of the era, fashion, market conditions, and much more. At
the same time, it has a strong influence on all of the above. Implicitly,
the concept of "coolness” has been present at all times in all cultures
of the Earth. Thus, the image of a knight was a synthesis of it, on the
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one hand, from the other hand, it serves as a symbol of duty and the
Christian church. An opposition between the notion of "coolness™ and
the notion of "virtue" has illusory character. The essence of this
opposition is that the concept of "coolness” absorbs such
psychological features as courage, risk-taking, independence, which
helps to resist stereotypes. Virtue, despite its emphasis on "duty,"”
presupposes free intentional actions, as the result of which the
individual takes a risk in the implementation of their positions in life.
The concept of "coolness" also implies, as already mentioned,
determination, choice, speed of reaction, but does not exclude
responsibility. Thus, the main point of difference between the concepts
of "virtue-coolness" is to rely on different sources: virtue is based on
the rational aspect of consciousness, steepness - on the affective. The
concept of coolness tries to introduce into the minds of the masses the
idea that man, being in a state of harmony, satisfying needs, expressed
emotions, responded situations, is much more useful, effective for
himself and others than an individual who, according to F. Nietzsche,
"sacrificed and served as an instrument"”. Modern authors R. Pury and
U. Lushch explore the concept of happiness in terms of its
components: comfort zones, hedonistic aspects - all that is the
happiness for the modern man. It can also be noted that in the
"hedonistic" understanding of happiness there are "sharp differences
between happiness and unhappiness.” Thus, traditional morality and
subsequent attempts to deny it through hedonism have led to a limited
understanding of happiness. The new understanding of happiness is
the state in which the person would feel happy. It is based on internal
harmony rather than the effect of contrast between positive and
negative states. In the rationalized Western world, “coolness™ brings
back emotions and true human values to man give him or her the
ability to act in accordance to the voice, which has been suppressed
for a long time. The morality of coolness promotes, unlike traditional
morality, the abolition of the prohibition on effect, the permission to
meet one's needs, and the preservation of one's boundaries.

As the result, alarmism acquires the new values,

measurements, begins to be perceived as a call to increase the efficiency of

ecological education, the formation of ecological culture of a man as an

attempt to confront the existential challenges associated with numerous

environmental problems. In other words, today there is a gradual expansion

of the semantic structure of the studied concept, which acquires the new

explicit and implicit meanings, which allows us to conclude that the alarmist

worldview in the modern global society is growing, awareness of the

approaching catastrophe acquires new dimensions, new manifestations,

specifics of influence on human behavior, the behavior of social groups and

national societies.

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Abstract. The article deals with the investigation of
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Universe. The Torah and the Bible are used as the materials for
the study.

As the result of the study, it has been concluded that God in
Judaism is understood as the eternal one: He lives forever,
without beginning and end, He is who was, exists, and will exist.
It is worth adding that in modern Judaism explanations of the
issues, connected with the divine, are realized due to the last
scientific achievements. In other words, in the 21% century,
Judaism explains the divine through the scientific.

Introduction. How do rabbis see God in Judaism in the 21st
century? How is His image characterized and broadcasted in the
media by modern educated followers of this one of the most
ancient religions in the world? How does Judaism interpret the
emergence of the world? What is the relationship between God
and a man in modern times? And what changes (if any) can be
seen in the 21 century compared, for example, with the 20™
one?

The purpose of the study. For a believer, the main
statements, postulates of his religion are the basis of a
worldview. Thus, these and similar, not idle questions, constitute
the main problem area of this article.

Statement of the main material.

Let us start with a seemingly simple one:

Does God have a body? And who is God in Judaism?
According to Rav Reuven Kukin, God has no body. Rambam, in
particular, writes that such expressions in the Torah, as "the hand
of the Lord", or "the feet of God", or "the eyes of the Lord", and
the like are metaphorical images, allegories. The necessity in
such allegories is caused by the necessity to adapt saint narration
to the level of people’s understanding, based on categories of
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physical, material bodies. So, the Torah speaks by the language
of people. It makes all incomprehensible and anthropomorphic
more human, gives it forms and actions inherent to the human
language (Reuven Kuklin, 2020).

R. Kuklin indicates that people do not have a real
opportunity to understand the true nature of God, since they are
limited by the capabilities of the human body, its final
submissions, the limitations of its concepts and ideas, while the
essence of the Creator is not limited by anything. Therefore a
person has no way to understand this. As authoritative evidence
of this impossibility, the words of the prophet Eliyahu are quoted
in prayer (Tikunei Zohar 17, 1): “Lord worlds ... You are the
Most High over all the higher. You are the Incomprehensible of
all incomprehensible, thought is unable to comprehend you”
(quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2020). The quotation emphasis the
thought of the best man is unable to understand the Creator!
Therefore, probably, every human judgment about Him should
be treated with a mental reservation-correction on the finiteness
of this judgment about something otherwise.

Therefore, the only knowledge about the Creator is
knowledge and representations associated with the relationship
of the Creator to His creatures. In other words, it is always the
uncompleted knowledge. Among such views, the following may
be defined:

—the eternity of the Creator;

—His independence from others (things and beings);

—His unity and wholeness (He is not divided into parts);

—His oneness and uniqueness (He is one in the whole
world, and there is no one but Him),

—His perfection and fullness (He is perfect in all kinds of
perfection, His perfection hasn’t any flaws or defects).

In the book, Adir ba-Marom Ramkhal writes the following:
“When we talk about the Creator, we, of course, have in mind is
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not its essence, but only his deeds" (quoted from Reuven Kuklin,
2020).

Similarly, Vilna Gaon writes in a commentary on the Zohar:
“This is the great principle that we are forbidden to think of His
essence, but only how He is revealed to us in His affairs” (quoted
from Reuven Kuklin, 2020).

At the same time, God does not change with the times and
does not depend on time. Rambam (Moreh Nevuhim 2, 30)
writes that time was created by the Creator, it did not exist
always. Vilna Gaon writes the same in comments on the Torah.

Moreover, the entire world created by the Lord does not
exist on its own, and the Lord constantly maintains its existence.
On the other hand, the Creator does not depend on the world.
The Torah clearly says: "There is nothing but Him" (Devarim 4,
35). And Rambam explains that what is meant here: “the
existence of all that exists, apart from Him, is not absolutely”
(quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2020). Thus, God is the supreme
power that was created the world and has always supported its
existence. And He has no body. At the same time, the Creator
knows all that there is in worlds. Nevertheless, the absolute
knowledge of the Creator is not contrary to the concept of
freedom and choice. The Jewish sages said (Pirkei Avot 3:15):
“All is foreseen but freedom of choice is given” (quoted from
Reuven Kuklin, 2020).

The unity of God is that God is one and He is not divided
into parts. His integrity is illustrated by the unambiguous words
of Rambam: “This God is one, not two, and no more than two,
but one, and there is no other unity in the world like His unity.
He is not as one as a combination of many elements, and not like
a body, which has parts and edges; but as the unity which has no
analogs in the world” (quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2020). This
integrity of God is represented in the Jews' famous prayer
“Shema Yisroel ..”: “Hear O Israel, the Lord our God, the Lord
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is One". Jews repeat these words, this prayer twice a day,
emphasizes the unity and integrity of God.

At the same time, Ramhal in the book "Daat Tvunot" writes
that “when we say that the Holy is One, ... it is not enough to
understand that He alone possesses absolute existence ... and
there is no creator but Him. We must also understand that there
is no other sovereign or ruler of the world and all creatures,
except him, and there is no one who could prevent him, and there
are no obstacles to His will. Believes in the unity of the Creator
must believe that for Him there are no obstacles and no one able
to resist Him under any guise and from any side ... There is no
one under him, who would have the power in the world, no rulers
or other authority... Moreover, He himself directly controls all
created, everything that happens in the world happens by His
will, and by His hands, not by chance, not by the laws of nature
or fate. He himself judges all the earth and everything on it and
decides everything that happens in the upper and lower worlds,
up to the lowest step of Creation” (quoted from Reuven Kuklin,
2020).

Speaking about the Name of God, R. Kuklin emphasizes
that the name is a definition, an expression of the essence,
defined concept. Since the essence of God people cannot
understand, nevertheless, they can’t determine, therefore, the
Almighty has no proper name. There is no "self-designation”, so
all His names are not associated with Him, and His works, which
are open to people (Sh Shemot Rabbah, 3). On Moses’s question
about His name, the Creator answered: “Sometimes they call me
God Almighty (Kel Shakai), [sometimes] the Lord of Hosts (Ha-
Shem Tzvaot), [sometimes] Gd (Elokim), [sometimes] Yud-
Kay-Vav-Kay (a-Shem, the four-letter unpronounceable Name
of the Almighty). When | judge my creations, my name is God,
when | go to war against those who violate my law, my name is
the Lord of Hosts, and when | surcharge for a man sins, my name
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is God Almighty. But when | have mercy on My world, I am
called Adoy-noah, because this Name means the property of
mercy (Shemot 34, 6): Ha-Shem, God compassionate”.
Therefore, the Lord answered Moshe: “I am who called (that is,
I will be what I will be at that time) according to my deeds | am
called” (quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2020).

However, R. Kuklin notes that one name of God is still
received in the sacred books of a more specific expression. This
is the "proper name ", although, of course, the name does not say
about the nature of God (it is impossible to define). This is the
four-letter name “Yud-Kay-Vav-Kay”. Vilna Gaon says: this
Name indicates that “the Most High exists eternally and He is
unchanging. This Name indicates the fundamental difference
between Him and the entire created world: all creatures exist
only because such was His will, but He Himself does not depend
on anyone and exists forever. Religious Jews do not pronounce
it the way it is written “Yud-Kay-Vav-Kay” but they say Adoy-
noah (the Lord), demonstrating respect for God.

At the same time, knowledge (but not belief in) about the
existence of God, writes R. Kuklin, is the basis of Judaism. Or,
as Rambam writes (Laws of the Foundations of the Torah, 1: 1):
“The cornerstone and pillar of wisdom is the knowledge that
there is the Primordial Being, and He is aware of everything that
exists and all creatures in heaven and on earth, and between them
do not exist except in the power of his true existence"(quoted
from Reuven Kuklin, 2020). So, it is important to know, once
again Kuklin emphasizes, that the Jewish religion is not based
on faith, but knowledge: “Know therefore this day, and
consider it in thine heart, that the Lord He is God in heaven
above and upon the earth beneath: there is none else" (Devarim
4, 39). As it is written in the text: "know", not "believe.". The
truth of the existence of God according to the Torah can be
proved by using arguments of reason, so there is no need for
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blind faith. As Rambam writes (Laws about the foundations of
the Torah, 8: 1): “The sons of Israel did not believe Moshe
because of the signs that he had made ... but because of what did
they believe him? On mountain Sinai, they saw with their eyes
and heard with their ears fire, voices, and torches. And he
entered the fog, and a voice spoke to him, and we heart: “Moshe,
Moshe, go tell them the following..." (quoted from Reuven
Kuklin, 2020).

The usual objection of the materialists is refuted as follows:
Who created God? Answering this question, the rabbi, first of
all, stresses that between the Creator and His creation there is a
fundamental difference: God who created the entire vast
universe, of which we have an idea of being, is definitely not
material. The one who decided that he will represent time and
matter is not limited by them himself. He preceded the universe
and existed without the slightest need for time and space. How
do we know that everything must have a creator? Answering this
question, Daniel Blas shows that everything that has boundaries,
created by someone, has its reason: “everything that has a limit
should have a preliminary cause that determines its properties;
otherwise it would not be created in such way. Actually, the
question of why this is so, and not something else, as evidenced
by its creator” (quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2020).

The fact of the existence of the entire universe in which we
live, its quantitative limitations, and dependence on natural laws
that determine its form, its properties testify to the Creator who
preceded the universe and set its boundaries. However, it can’t
be applied to the Creator of this reality, because God has no
form! If God has a form or boundaries, like all creatures, He
would have hands and legs, then it would be logical to ask: who
created Him, who limited in shape and size, who established that
He would have two arms and two legs, and so on. But God by
definition is infinite. He has no body, no semblance of a body,
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no size or quantity because He is not material. And since He is
the Creator of matter, space, and time, He qualitatively different
from anything that has boundaries.

This is a real infinity that exists everywhere and at any time,
as The Zohar says: "There is no place free from her.” (Tikunei
Zohar, 122: 2). That is, there is no place where there would be
no God ” (quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2020). But God Himself
does not depend on the universe and precedes any form of
material existence reality. And since God is not material, He has
no boundaries. Since He is not limited, He does not need
boundaries either. Therefore, He is infinite (Ein Sof), He is the
reason of all the reasons of any other reality exists. What does
really "eternal” mean, and what else can we say about Him? And
Daniel Blas points out the important difference, a common
misconception about the eternity of God. "Eternal” does not
mean in this case, "very long", as it may seem erroneous. Time
is measured in movement and changes. Therefore, the true
meaning of the word "eternal" is “unchanging, existing forever
in the same state without movement and changes "(quoted from
Reuven Kuklin, 2020). God does not age, does not grow, and
does not decreases, does not move from place to place, like our
universe. It is more correctly say about him: His reality exists
and will always exist in a statically an eternal state without time.
This is why He is eternal: He lives forever, without beginning
and end, He is who was, exists, and will exist. As mentioned in
Jewish prayers: “Sovereign of the Universe, who ruled all beings
before the creation ... He will be always forever in His splendor.
And He is the One and there is no (such) other, and there is no
one who would be compared with Him and become like Him.
He has no beginning or end. He is Almighty, and His strength
belongs to him. He is my God, my eternally living Redeemer,
the bulwark of my fate in an hour of troubles ... Unknowable,
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Immutable, Inseparable, Indivisible, Great in strength and might
... (quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2021a).

But then God can leave a man and why?

Rabbi Reuven Kuklin, considering this problem, quotes the
following text from the Torah: “If you do not get my edification,
and walk with me inconsistently; then I will walk with you
impermanent... " (Blas, 2020). The scientist underlines that these
words of the Torah formulate the important rule: the Creator
behaves with a person in the same way as a person behaves with
Him. Prophet Azarya referring to King Asaclearly defines this
principle as follows: (Divrei ha-Yamim 2, 15: 2): “The Lord is
with you when you are with Him; and if you seek Him, you will
find Him; if you leave Him, He will forsake you ” (quoted from
Blas, 2020).

When a person constantly remembers the Creator and relies
on Him, then the Creator "shows" himself; thus, a Jew who trusts
in the Almighty clearly sees the Divine providence, "the hand of
the Lord", which guides Him in everything along the path of life.
If a person leaves the Lord, does not seek Him, and does not
want closeness to Him, then the Lord "leaves" this Jew.
Although the Creator continues to observe and rule over him,
this rule is no longer obvious, it is hidden. Such a person cannot
see "the hand of the Lord", it seems to him that his whole life is
in the hands of chance and arbitrariness.

Continuing his addressing King Asa, the same prophet
Azarya: “And Israel will have many days without the true God,
without the guidance of a priest and the Torah. But they will turn
in their need to God, the God of Israel, and they will seek Him,
and He will be revealed to them” (quoted from Blas, 2020).
Vilna Gaon, in a commentary on the book Divrei ha-Yamim,
writes that here the prophet means the time of exile when Jews
will wander in the countries of the diaspora. Despite the
depressing spiritual situation of the Jews these days, the prophet
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promises them that if they turn to the Creator, He will open to
them. Moreover, the Creator never finally leaves the Jews and
always provides an opportunity to return to Him. And this is
what the Torah reports (Leviticus 26:44): “Yet despite this,
when they are in the land of their enemies, 1 will not reject them
or abhor them to destroy them completely, breaking my
covenant with them. I am the LORD their God” (quoted from
Blas, 2020). It is argued that at whatever low spiritual level the
Jews were, no matter how they descend, the Lord does not reject
His covenant with them, and He is waiting for their return.

Returning to the question of the existence of God, we must
say that the seemingly "scientific" and increasingly accurate
explanations of how our universe arose don’t satisfy everyone.
Scientists and schoolers are looking for other, possibly more
understandable, explications. One of such explanations is
offered by traditional religions, including the most ancient
among them. Judaism, in my opinion, without denying data of
modern science, gives them interesting rational interpretations
within the framework of their traditional foundations and
general concepts. The problem of the creation of the world
nowadays is considered by the modern authoritative rabbi D.
Blas.

The rabbi writes: “I recently read in an article that God has
created the entire Universe from primary matter and that it was
smaller than the head of a pin. It seems impossible that the star
can fit on the tip of the pin. And even more — all Universe! This
is impossible to comprehend by the mind. And if such a thing
cannot be imagined, then it is all the more difficult for me to
understand what happened before the Universe and what it
means: there was nothing? Maybe there was some kind of
vacuum or darkness?” (quoted from Reuven Kuklin, 2021a).

D. Blas confirms: "Brief scientific answer: yes, it was so!".
“Science has revealed that all galaxies are gradually moving
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away from each other, which means that in the past all-stars, that
is, all the mass in the universe was concentrated in one tiny
point, which is smaller than a pinhead. Ramban described this
about 800 years ago in his commentary on the first verse of the
book Bereshit, explaining that the Lord created the world from
"Ain" - a certain primary pra-matter. Modern science has
designated this super-dense foremother as a special point".

The fact that all solid materials are composed of very small
particles - atoms that move with an incredibly huge speed. This
movement creates, in his words, the illusion of volume, size, and
forms. An atom consists of a nucleus made up of protons,
neutrons, and electrons, which are extremely fast-moving
around it. But this nucleus in an atom is so small, says the rabbi,
that it can be compared to an ant on a football field. So the whole
focus is the rapid movement of electrons around the nucleus. So,
if all the particles in the universe stopped moving for a moment,
they were again able to fit in the volume of a pinhead, the expert
believes. Further, science has proven that the entire universe
once arose at a certain moment. Time, but did not always exist,
which means that before the Universe there was no matter, no
time, no space - nothing. There was no universe, so there was no
space either. This idea is very difficult for understanding and
even unthinkable because human imagination is based on
specific sensations of the five senses. As an example, rabbi D.
Blas suggests thinking about a vacuum. When the bag is filled
with air, it contains a connection of gases, when you remove all
air from it, its particles immediately connect, and what forms
between them is called a vacuum - lack of space.

Conditionally, we can say that before the Universe there
was a state of absolute vacuum — empty of all matter, space and
movement, the rabbi concludes. And even if it is impossible to
imagine it, this idea is perceived by our mind. When matter does
not exist, then there are no changes. Nothing is fixed, a condition
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that has no cause and effect, because there is nothing that would
cause a change or modification. Nothing is very easy to
understand. This is an absence of matter and movement.
Therefore, the emergence of the Universe, according to D. Blas,
testifies to a Creator who preceded it and He was not limited by
any limitations of matter and time. Since before there was no
matter or energy in the Universe, hence the evidence that the one
who created the Universe was not created from either matter or
energy. In other words, its reality is not material, it is
supernatural. Since before there was no space in the Universe,
hence it follows that the One who created the Universe doesn't
need space to exist. In other words, His reality has no material
boundaries, it is infinite. And He is everywhere. Before the
universe there was neither matter nor space, no distance,
therefore, the One who created the Universe has no boundaries
and divisions. His existence is infinite and limitless, in other
words, He is absolute. Before the Universe there was no
movement and flow of time (past, present, or the future), hence,
the One who created the Universe does not depend on the
"fourth” dimension - time. For the Creator, there is no movement
and change, in other words, He is eternal. There are laws of
nature in the Universe that arose together with matter from
nothing - ex nihilo. This pattern organizes all materials in the
universe into the infinitely difficult mathematical level. Hence,
He, who created the Universe, conceived His laws to be logically
justified, that is wisely and purposefully.

If we ask people from all over the world what the word
"God" means, most likely they will answer: God is the creator
of the world, He is not material, Infinite, Eternal, Absolute,
Supreme Power, Wise with incomparable wisdom. Thus, it turns
out that creations testify to their Creator and give a clear
understanding of the existence of God. Thus, Judaism in the 21st
century successfully justifies the concept of a non-
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anthropomorphic God of the Old Testament, using modern
sciences (physics, cosmology, etc.) as arguments.

The concept and ideas about God change from era to era:
although the idea of God as the creator and ruler of the Universe
has crystallized with sufficient clarity in the Bible. At the same
time, it is worth taking attention to the factors identified in the
different stages of development of this idea:

1) God of the family is an authentic concept; it is not
reconstructed based on the beliefs of previous generations. And
it belongs to the era described in the cycle stories about the
patriarchs in the book of Genesis (the first half of the 2nd
millennium BC). This idea played a very significant role in the
development of the concept of the Creator. God of the family is
in constant connection with the head of the clan.

2) The name of the head of the clan becomes an epithet for
the name of God himself: for example, "God of Abraham”, "God
of Isaac™ and "God of Jacob".

3) God concludes a treaty with the head of the clan and

4) distinguishes this genus from among all other genera

Various names and self-names of God, their meaning in
stories dating back to biblical times. According to the biblical
text (Exodus 6: 3), God named Yahweh opened to Moses firstly
(Exodus 3: 13-14). The identity of God of the family and
Yahweh is emphasized in this revelation and is one of the most
important elements of the proclamation of the forthcoming
liberation of the people from Egyptian slavery. So, the Jews
were slaves, Pharaoh's slaves.

The Bible uses several palliative names for God. The most
common of these is El, the oldest Semitic designation. The name
meets Acadian or Canaan “ale” and Arabic “il” as a part of a
proper name. It is believed that this term developed from the root
‘yI’ or ‘wl’. It means "to be powerful". El is the head of all gods
in the Canaanite pantheon. It was an archaic concept and already
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in the time of Moses. In the Bible, ‘ale’ is rarely mentioned as
the name of God, it almost always occurs as a common noun.
Therefore, it may be preceded by a certain article: Ha-El - “this
(real) God” (for example, Psalter 18:31, 33, 48; 57: 3).
Sometimes ‘ale’ is used with some kind of epithet, for example,
El-Elion. The word Elion in Hebrew means “superior, upper.
Applied to God, it can be translated as Almighty. Then, El
‘olam’ is the Eternal God (Gen. 21:33). El Shaddai -
etymologically derived from concepts related to fertility. In
Akkadian, this combination means "god of the mountains.” In
the Jewish tradition is the word Shaddai is interpreted as
Almighty. But this is just a cultural tradition, Shaddai is a
demon, spirit, angel, etc.

Conclusions. Thus, the conclusions may be formulated as
the followings:

1) God has no body;

2) The entire world created by the Lord; the Creator does
not depend on the world;

3) He is eternal: He lives forever, without beginning and
end, He is who was, exists, and will exist;

4) There are several palliative names for God in the Bible.
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
