ABSTRACT

Hlazkova 1.D. The Dual System of Vacational Training in Germany. -

The dissertation is a complex research in terms of which the historical
preconditions of dual system origin and development of vocational education in
Germany are searched out; significant stages of dual system of vocational
education further development based on historical, socio-political and legislative
criteria are clarified; the theoretical foundations of the dual system of vocational
education formed in Germany in the process of historical development are
highlighted, the impact of socio-political factors on this process is justified;
regulatory, substantive, structural and methodological characteristics of the modern
dual system of vocational education in Germany are summarized and systematized,;
the history of development of forms, similar to the dual form, of domestic
vocational training, was investigated, establishment in this process of prerequisites
for the introduction of dual form of education in Ukraine in the process of
reforming the educational system is substantiated, the state of implementation of
dual form of education in Ukraine on theoretical, practical and legislative levels is
described; the prospective directions of development of a dual form of vocational
training in Ukraine at the present stage are defined, practical ways of their
realization are proved.

With the help of theoretical methods the historical events, which determined
the peculiarities of origin and development of the dual system of vocational
education in Germany, were investigated, the historical prerequisites for the
development of dual system in vocational education in Germany were established,
to be exact: 1) active development of students' handicraft practice in XII — XIlI

centuries; 2) cultural and technical development of German society in the XIII —



XIV centuries; 3) establishment of European states in XV — XVI centuries and
economic competition between them, foundation of different types of schools
(academies) that became a prototype of future vocational schools; 4) active
development of manufactures and the beginning of industrialization in the country
in XVII — XVIII centuries, major reforms in the system of professional education,
emergence of vocational schools; 5) the economic slowdown of Germany in the
middle of the XIX century and the industrial revolution in the late XIX — early XX
century; 6) scientific research of professional education processes on theoretical
and practical levels in the late XIX — early XX century; 7) the participation of
Germany in the World War |, providing access to vocational education in industry
for women, introducing elements of democratization into the dual system of
education; 8) reunification of the country at the end of the 20th century, emotional
rise of the society, parallel development of dual system of professional education
on theoretical, practical and legislative levels.

The main stages of development of Germany's dual system of vocational
education based on historical, socio-political and legislative criteria were specified:
1) 1938 — 1939 - the beginning of dual system of vocational education in Germany;
2) 1940 — 1945 - stagnation in the development of dual system of vocational
education through the participation of Germany in the World War II; 3) 1945 —
1990 — development of dual education system only in West-Germany,
strengthening of democratization processes, development of a strong theoretical
and methodological basis, creation of conceptual foundations, a clear system of
regulation and financing of vocational education; 4) 1990 — 2005 — crisis of the
dual system of vocational education after the unification of West- and East-
Germany, decrease in the quality of vocational education, reduction in the number
of companies, that cooperated with vocational schools, small choice of study
places, unemployment; 5) Since 2005 and up to now - the stage of modernization
of the dual system of vocational education in Germany, a significant increase in the

number of institutions of dual vocational education, employment of graduates,



strengthening the theoretical base, increasing the number of scientific research in
the field of dual education, etc.

The main theoretical foundations, that have been formed historically and
impact on the effectiveness of the dual education system, making up the main
directions of its practical implementation, include: 1) interrelation of theoretical
and practical training (dual principle of vocational education); 2) ideological and
pedagogical orientation of professional training; 3) availability of a strong
theoretical basis for dual education formed as a result of systematic scientific study
of vocational training processes by using the dual system; 4) a clear regulatory
system of vocational education, which takes its roots back in the XVIII century,
that is now actively developing, flexibly responding to changes in the social,
economic and political life of the country. The basis to the legal framework of the
dual system of vocational education in Germany are: Basic Law for the Federal
Republic of Germany, Vocational Training Act, Youth Employment Protection
Act, Compulsory Education Act, federal states school laws which define the
conditions of teaching and learning, the rights and obligations of teaching staff and
applicants for education at school and other labour law regulations.

It has been established that the dual form of vocational education is not new
to the Ukrainian educational system, it has national historical analogues, as the
development of the vocational education system in Ukraine was partly similar to
the German model, however, political, social and economic circumstances in
Germany contributed to the development of this form of vocational education, and
in our country there were those that made it impossible to develop this productive
form of vocational education. In Ukraine, there was the practice of handicraft
training, worker's training (end of XIX - beginning of XX century), vocational
education in institutions of various types (end of XX - beginning of XXI century),
which formed the national traditions of dual form of vocational training: the
presence of a general educational component, increasing the share of independent

and research work of students, continuous nature of industrial practice, emphasized



ideological and educational basis of the educational process, regional and ethno-
confessional aspects of vocational training.

It is stated that the modern stage of dual education development in Ukraine
began in the second decade of the XXI century and is characterized by extremely
active development of this form of vocational education, which is manifested at
three levels: legislative, scientific and practical. Now Ukraine has developed a
legal framework, in particular, the term "dual education" is used in a single
interpretation in the laws of Ukraine, such as: Education Act, Professional Before
Higher Education Act and Higher Education Act. The Act on Vocational
(Technical and Vocational) Education does not use the term "dual education”, but
specifies that this form of education is regulated by the relevant regulations.
Ukrainian scientists and practitioners rely on the "Concept of training specialists in
the dual form of education”, "Regulations on the dual form of education”, *"Model
agreement on obtaining vocational (technical and vocational) education in the dual
form" and "Concept of implementing state policy in the field of vocational
(technical and vocational) education "Modern vocational (technical and vocational)
education" for the period up to 2027".

The state of developing of the problem of establishment and progression of
dual form of professional education in Ukraine was studied on the theoretical level
and the main thematic directions of fundamental generalizing research were
highlighted: 1) foreign direction (studying and comparing the foreign experience in
implementing of dual education); 2) theoretical direction (objectivation of the
theoretical foundations of the Ukrainian dual education system); 3) practical
direction (presentation and analysis of the first results of the introduction in
educational institutions of Ukraine of elements or a full form of dual education), 4)
problematic and challenging direction (analysis of problems in implementing the
dual form of education in Ukraine and validation of ways to overcome them).

Prospective directions for the development of the Ukrainian dual education
system at the national, regional and local levels are indicated: 1) national level:

adoption of regulatory and legal acts that will regulate general and private issues in



the organisation of dual education in all possible aspects of legal interaction
between subjects of dual education; development of theoretical foundations for
dual education taking into account Ukrainian experience of dual education; 2)
regional level: implementation of national strategies in the development of the
region; supporting and ensuring the functionality and efficiency of the social
partnership infrastructure for dual forms of education; taking into account local
history factors in the development of industry, science and education; 3) local
level: implementation of national and regional regulatory documents in practice,
taking into account the profile of trainees on the principles of partnership
pedagogy, national labour education of young people, innovation of technologies,
and life-long education.

The practical importance of the obtained results lies in the possibility of
realization of the developed perspective directions of implementation of the dual
system in the practice of vocational education in Ukraine in order to improve the
quality of vocational training, development of a solid regulatory framework and
strategy of development of the dual system of vocational education, use of the
potential of implementation of the German experience in the educational space of
Ukraine; in the practical use of the materials of the special course "Vocational
Training of Workers in the Dual System of Education” and the teaching material
"The Dual System of Education in Germany" in the professional preparation of
future teachers of the vocational training and masters of industrial training in the
system of vocational, special before higher and higher education. The obtained
data can be used in research on the theory and methodology of vocational
education, in the system of professional advancement of teaching staff, in the
development of an educational and methodological complex for the vocational
training of the specialists.
