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The dissertation is a theoretical study of informal movements as a
sociocultural environment of the youth (the 50s of the XX — the beginning of the
XXI century).

In the Introduction the relevance and expediency of the chosen topic are
substantiated, the object, subject, purpose, objectives, and research methods are
defined, the scientific novelty and practical significance of the work are revealed,
information on approbation and implementation of the results is provided.

In the first chapter — ,,Theoretical foundations of the study of informal
movements as a sociocultural environment of the youth (the 50s of the XX —
the beginning of the XXI century)” — the essential characteristics of the key
concepts ,,youth”, ,,youth movements”, ,informal youth movements”, and ,,youth
subculture” are analyses in the scientific space and on this basis the content of the
concept of ,,youth movement” as a form of organized youth activity is defined,
which is characterized by relative independence, specificity, and effectiveness of
different influence types on socialization and social education of this category of
youth, to achieve common goals and strengthen relations between members of the
youth group. ,Informal youth movements” are characterized by specific
relationships between their members, personal nature of communication, vaguely
defined purpose of group activities, informally established rules of behavior, non-
fixed membership, specific division of responsibilities, alternative artistic and
aesthetic activities, which often have a decisive influence on this certain
movement. It is found that informal youth movements have arisen on the basis of
subjective aspirations, interests, and needs of young people, regardless of whether
their interests coincide or contradict the interests of society. Informal movements
are mostly formed on the basis of passionate active youth, determined by modern
conditions of historical development of society, in which the realities of significant

influence of informal movements on public life, and their ability to create and
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implement an alternative sociocultural environment of developing and functioning

the youth in society.

As a result of scientific research, it is found that informal movements of the
youth as an object of socio-pedagogical study are characterized by their social
content, set of relationships, behavior, and lifestyle. Due to the fact that they are
out of the attention of social institutions (impossibility of self-realization in the
family, school, higher educational institutions or public organizations), it is
necessary to strengthen socio-pedagogical work with the members of informal
movements, to establish mechanisms for their interaction with the society, in which
informal youth not only undergoes socialization, but also attains self-realization.
Thus, we consider the socialization of young people in informal movements as a
process of learning social experience, in which informal youth get self-
improvement, revealing the specificity of values and lifestyles in society,
selectively accepting into their system of behavior those norms that are accepted in
society.

It is proved that the sociocultural environment of most informal movements
is a complex and multilevel phenomenon. It can combine expressiveness,
emotionality, bright creative style, and a certain social direction. Informal youth
movements usually create their own environment, depending on the realization of
their own interest, the object of attention, and analysis of the environment. The
peculiarities of designing a sociocultural environment in the informal movement
are related to their cultural and mental interest and chosen activities, knowledge,
and often creativity. Being within the group and moving in the direction of the
desired socialization, each informal person in his or her activities in some way
depends on the group and society. The social here influences the cultural, directing
it depending on the cultural specifics, the specifics of the mentality. The social in a
way develops the cultural, and the cultural — the social.

In the second chapter — ,,Practical aspects of the activities of informal
movements as a sociocultural environment of the youth (the 50s of the XX —

the beginning of the XXI century)”— based on interdisciplinary analysis of the
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problem, taking into account the socio-pedagogical nature of research, application

of the principles of historicism, objectivity, systematicity, complexity, specificity,
and integrity the processes and prerequisites for the formation of informal
movements as a sociocultural environment of the you there substantiated and
studied, a historical periodization of the main stages of their development is
defined, the trends in their development from the standpoint of influence on
socialization and social education of the younger generation are identified.

It is established that the process of forming and developing the informal
youth movements in the 50s of the XX — the beginning of the XXI century has the
following stages.

The first stage (the 50s —the 60s of the XX century) — the period of
emergence and beginning of informal youth movements and the formation of the
main directions, content, and forms of their activities. According to the orientation
of views, actions, and manifestations, informal movements of this period are
divided into groups: image, proto-biker, rock, fandom, antisocial, and ideological.

The second stage (the 70s of the XX century) is a period when there were a
further development and some reformatting of the content of culture and activities
of informal movements. In close connection with the specifics of the era and in
accordance with the internal content, the following groups of informal movements
are identified: worldview, fandom, rock movement, biker and sports, socio-
political.

The third stage (the 80s of the XX century) —the informal movements of
young people became a significant means of evolutionary renewal of society and
its transformation, their participation in designing a specific cultural space
increased. This process is associated with radical changes in society, the
destruction of the old system and the formation of a new one. During this period,
rock movement, fandom, worldview, music, sports, politicized, anti-social
informal movements, and informal movements of Japan became widespread as an

autonomous phenomenon.
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The fourth stage (the 90s of the XX — beginning of the XXI century) is a

period of transformation of socio-political, socio-economic, and ideological
processes, which definitely influenced the specifics of the sociocultural situation in
the youth environment, reflecting the problems of modern society. At this stage,
the following directions of development of informal movements are outlined:
cyber-oriented, industrial, image, urban, postmodern, and mechanistic informal
movements.

Based on the analysis of the peculiarities of the developing and functioning
the informal movements, it is determined that the general preconditions for their
emergence  are  socio-historical,  socio-psychological,  socio-economic,
sociocultural.

It was found that the main trends in the development of informal youth
movements are: in the 50s —the 60s of the XX century, informal movements are a
kind of sociocultural centers of creative self-realization of the youth, the realization
of their right to personal choice in development, search for freedom and meaning
of life; they meet the spiritual needs of a person, which the official culture cannot
satisfy; express social protest against the existing socio-political system; show the
absurdity of certain actions by officials; uphold the social, economic, and cultural
rights and freedoms of a person; bring to the surface particularly urgent problems
of the contemporary society; in the 70s of the XX century, informal movements,
despite the negative trends that appeared at both social and individual levels, began
to perform certain socio-educational functions, they gained popularity among the
masses, became a kind of self-expression of the youth at the cultural and aesthetic
level; they satisfy cognitive and communicative needs, creative impulses of a
personality, influence his or her socialization, and therefore they become essential
factors of social education of the youth, mastering of certain social roles, promote
social and cultural self-determination; the 80s of the XX century are characterized
by the fact that the activities of informal movements mostly acquire a mass
character, they are a significant factor influencing the process of socialization of

the younger generation, which occurs both purposefully and spontaneously; during
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this period the following general tendencies are observed: expression of the

rebellion (both active, and passive) against the established stereotypes of life;
dissatisfaction with the existing social conditions; struggle against the
depersonalization of an individual, combating negative tendencies inside the
movements, meeting the need for various aspects of self-expression; in the 90s of
the XX century — at the beginning of the XXI century in connection with the
intensification of internationalization, globalization, and informatization of society
the transformation of informal movements is characterized by the following world
trends: subcultural differentiation, multiculturalization, disintegration of the unity
of the hierarchical dominant values, creation of many fragmented forms of cultural
identity and self-expression. At the Ukrainian society level: the reliance on values
that correspond to the sociocultural reality of post-industrial society, tolerance of
existing norms and patterns of behaviour, the transition to the virtual industry, the
transition from consumption to contemplation; formation of a single global space
of the youth informal movement.

The scientific novelty of the study is that for the first time:

— the genesis of the formation and development of informal movements as a
sociocultural environment of the youth is fully and systematically revealed,;

—the periodization of the development of informal youth movements by
stages is determined: the 1%stage (the 50s —the 60s of the XX century) — formation
of informal youth movements as an amateur socio-pedagogical phenomenon; the
2"stage (the 70s of the XX century) — the spread of informal movements as a
factor in the social education of the youth; the 3"stage (the 80s of the XX century)
— activation of informal youth movements in the new socio-political conditions; the
4%stage (the 90s of the XX — beginning of the XXI century) —the transformation of
informal youth movements in the context of social and education policy;

— trends in the development of informal movements from the standpoint of
influencing the socialization and social education of the younger generation, which

are observed at each stage, are defined,;
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—the conceptual and categorical apparatus is specified, in particular: the

essence of the concepts ,youth”, ,yyouth movements”, ,informal youth
movements”, ,,youth subculture”, ,,sociocultural environment”;

—the scientific approaches to determining the socio-historical and
pedagogical factors of informal movements as a sociocultural environment of the
youth are further developed;

—unknown and little-known archival documents were introduced into
scientific circulation.

The practical significance of the research results can be used in the
educational process of general secondary education and higher education
institutions in the preparation of scientific reports, speeches at scientific
conferences and seminars, advanced training courses, for the organization of
research work of students, undergraduates, graduate students; in creating teaching
aids and recommendations, educational programs, normative and variable
disciplines and special courses; by social educators, social workers, practical
psychologists on social protection of the rights of youth in the process of
development and realization of youth programs, educational actions and events.
